What are the commonalities or
differences in the treatment of returnees by Arab and European
countries?

How can the Arab, Islamic and European countries differentiate
between the "repentant jihadists* who were confronted with a
realitymore complex than they expected, and want to close the
"Jihadist Experience” page, and the returnees who still hold a
firm belief in jihadist ideology and illusively cling to the “jihad’s”
option ?

What are the similarities and the differences between the orga-
nization of "Al Qaeda“ and the organization of "Daesh“? What
types of “jihadist‘work are likely to emerge and exceed the
threshold Al Qaeda“ and "Daesh*?

What are the determining factorsthat directly or indirectly affect
the conversion of the Islamic religious or political actor to the
“jihadist discourse?

What possible readings could be made of the number of people
who joined ISIS from Arab and Western countries.?What per-
centage do they represent in terms of the Muslim demogra-
phics in countries they came from, the political regimes of those
countries ( democratic or non-democratic), the economic de-
velopment indexes, the Human Rights environment as well as
the situation of Muslim minorities in non-Muslim countries, the

educational background together with the social and economic
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Belgium, Britain and Germany. The danger may become imminent
after the return of the jihadists from Daesh.

This conference, to be hosted by the city of Marrakesh, Morocco,
from April 6th and 7th 2018 and held in partnership with Granada
Institute for Research and Graduate Studies, the Mominoun Wit-
hout Borders Foundation, comes to engage in collective research
on the reading of the "jihadist* phenomenon, with an attempt to pre-
sent forward-looking readings in a "post-urgent® phase and its th-
reats to the Arab and non-Arab worlds. This conference is aimed at
the collective and qualitative thinking of this stage by looking at the
"jihadist” situation in the post-fall phase of the Organization, which
has not been accompanied by ideological defeat in the minds of its
followers, not to mention the danger of its political, security, econo-
mic and social ramifications.

For an objective and forward-looking approach to the subject, the
conference seeks to find answers to pressing questions such as
the following:

What is the future of the “jihadist” phenomenon in the post-elimi-
nation field phase of "Daesh” organization or the end of its ‘state’?
Was the idea of a ‘state’ set at that stage a goal in itself or a transi-
tion phase and therefore part of a broader strategy geared towards
the best widest possible global extension of the organization and
its ideology?

What are the expected strategies of "jihadist” organizations, espe-
cially in Arab and European countries ?

What is the fate of the jihadists of Daesh?
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While regional and international studies and research centres-
laid the focus on the Organization, its recruitment strategies as
well as on the power dynamics at the region and international
level, attention was not paid to the post-military phase in the
organization’s major strongholds. The scale of the monstrosity
of crimes committed by the organization, the expansion of its
sphere of influence and its recruitment of thousands of young
foolhardy Jihadits from the Arab and Western countries and el-
sewhere thwarted theoretical reflection on scenarios related the
post-elimination phase, including the future fate of the "jihadist
" phenomenon, be it the organization of "Daesh” or "Al Qaeda“
or any self-proclaimed "jihadist group for that matter.The scale
of crimes equally distracted attention fromdealing with the future
fate of the large number of members of the organization who
have gained experience in the field of killing and fighting and the
implementation of various types of terrorist operations, and who
were or had to return to their countries of origin after the demise
of their Organization.

Given the number of these jihadists, about 5,000 people from Eu-
ropean countries and more than 6,000 young people from North
Africa, for example, the collapse of the Organization makes their
return fearful. Thus, the list of questions becomes increasingly
complex, especially since European and Arab countries have
been attacked by "jihadist® elements dubbed "lone wolves® or
"cluster cells“ whose members did not join Deaesh in Syria or

Irag but dared launch attacks in countries such as France, Spain,
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The second decade of the twenty-first century has
witnessed a shift in the trajectories of murderous
ideologies, as is the case of the so-called "jihadist"
movements that spawned what came to be known
as the "Organization of the Islamic State®, known for
short as « Daesh » or ISIS. Lives were lost and
blood was shed in a series of barbaric attacks waged
by such an organization, some of which were a re-
production of al-Qaeda's crimes and cells in Europe,
the Arab world and elsewhere.

Unlike the evolution and performance stages "Al Qa-
eda“ organization went through, the "Daesh® phase
was characterized by the announcement of the esta-
blishment of the "Caliphate States®“. The announce-
ment led to disagreementamong various factions of
the Islamic movements, whether they be prosely-
tization-oriented or political and "jihadist,” on the le-
gitimacy of the formation of the « Islamic State », its
terms and conditions. It also led to the recruitment of
thousands of young "jihadists® or people influenced
by "jihadist® rhetoric and literature, including recent
converts to Islam, especially those in European coun-
tries and who arereferred to as “born again” Muslims.
Three years after Abu Bakr al-Baghdadi announced
the establishment of the "Islamic state” on June 29,
2014, it became clear that the organization was on its
way to decline, following successive military defeats
in Irag and Syria.
